Purpose – This advisory committee has been appointed to prepare the Town’s Community Preservation By-Laws.  These by-laws must be submitted by March 31, 2011 for inclusion in the 2011 Annual Town Meeting warrant.  Since there is only five weeks in which to prepare these bylaws, it was felt that the Community Preservation Coalition may be able to meet with the committee and provide some assistance and guidance.  The Clerk will contact them and ask if someone is available to attend a meeting in the next few weeks 
Bylaws  - The Community Preservation Coalition forwarded by email several samples of  bylaws as prepared by them and other communities.  These samples were reviewed by the committee.  Members will locate bylaws from neighboring communities and forward to the other committee members for review and discussion at the next meeting.  The main focus at this initial meeting was on the first section of the bylaw.  This section establishes the number of members of the Community Preservation Committee, the appointing authority of each member and the term of office.
MOTION: To establish a nine (9) member Community Preservation Committee (CPC). The composition of the committee, the appointment authority and the term of office for the committee members shall be as follows:

· One member of the Conservation Commission as designated by their Commission for a term of three years.
· One member of the Historical Commission as designated by their Commission for a term of three years.
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· One member of the Housing Authority as designated by their Board for a term of three years.
· One member of the Planning Board as designated by their Board for an initial term of two years and thereafter for a term of three years.
· One member of the Park Commission as designated by their Commission for an initial term of one year and thereafter for a term of three years.

· Two At-large members to be jointly appointed by the Board of Selectmen and CPC for a term of two years and thereafter for a term of three years.

· Two At-large members to be jointly appointed by the Board of Selectmen and the CPC for a term of one year and thereafter for terms of three years. 
·  Should any of the appointing authority Commissions or Boards no longer be in existence, the appointment authority for that Commission or Board shall become the responsibility of the Select Board.
