Report from Project Application SubCommittee –  The subcommittee will meet again after this meeting to incorporate suggestions and comments received from the members tonight.  Discussion was also held regarding whether there was a need for flow charts in application. The subcommittee will meet Thursday February 23, 2012 to finalize the application and present it at the next meeting.  
Community Preservation Plan – The Historic and Housing groups prepared their CPA category sections after reviewing the related town plans. It was decided that each category ‘s statement should follow the same format.  For now, the format will start with each category listing the vision statement as from town plans.  Next would be an overview of how CPA funds can be used in that category, followed by the goals.  The last section will list the specific criteria for CPA funded projects of that category. The Master Plan group presented a town overview statement which may be the first section of the CPA Plan. Each group should ensure that the language in their statements is in agreement with all other categories and town plans.  The Open Space and Recreation groups were asked to prepare their sections for the next meeting.  Since the Open Space members were not in attendance, they will be forwarded the format.  Each category should also list which town plans they reviewed to develop their section of the CPA Plan.  Since the CPA committee is reviewing many town plans to prepare the CPA Plan, it was felt that all plans reviewed  for the Community Preservation Plan should be itemized and included by reference in the CPA Plan.
