Dear Ms. Crowley, 

Congratulations on being a recipient of the Town of Middleborough’s Community Preservation funds (CPA funds) for 2014. Your effort and cooperation during this year's project selection process helped secure the support at the Annual Town Meeting for the Community Preservation Committee's (CPC) recommendation. Before you move forward with the project, please pay close attention to the following important instructions and funding conditions. 

The CPA contact person assigned to your project is Josephine Ruthwicz, CPA Secretary / Middleborough Housing Authority Director. All necessary documentation and communication with the Town regarding this project shall be directed to her at 508.947.3824 x16, fax 508.947.6393, or email at jruthwicz.mha@verizon.net.  

CPA funding for your project is available per Town Clerk certification letter dated 11/6/14; therefore, CPA funding for your project is available immediately following execution of this award letter, per the conditions below. 

1. Disbursements.  CPA funds shall be disbursed after project completion.  Requested disbursement shall be for work consistent with the approved project scope per the CPC Step 2 application dated 9/30/14, and after the following: 

1.1. Receipt by the CPC of an invoice by your organization for reimbursement for completed services, including all back-up documentation and invoices for the entire project by the contractor{s) who performed the work; and 

1.2. Verification that all applicable state purchasing and ethics regulations, local bylaws, and Town financial policies have been met; and 
1.3. The assigned contact person has verified that the conditions of this award letter have been met. 
1.4. Payment will be made to the grant recipient in the amount of $30,000. 
1.5. Funds cannot be released until the Board of Selectmen has signed the Accounts Payable Warrant. 
2. Use of Funds.  CPA funds shall be used for only preservation work that is legally eligible under the CPA statute, M.G.L chapter 44B, and, as such, complies with the Secretary of Interior Standards for the Treatment of Historic Properties.  As determined during the CPC's project review, eligible rehabilitation work includes the following: 
2.1. Historically appropriate window replacement on the 1910 portion of the building.
2.2. Historically appropriate siding installation.  
2.3. CPA funds shall not be used for maintenance. 
3. Easement.  The grant recipient shall grant a public access easement to the Town to demonstrate public purpose and benefit. The terms of such easement shall be determined through mutual agreement between the grant recipient and the CPC.  

4. Any significant changes to the project as limited herein shall require CPC approval. Please contact your CPA contact to help determine what change is significant, and if necessary to schedule an appointment with the CPC. 
5. Upon full completion of the project, you must certify completion in writing to your assigned contact person. Once your certification is received, your project account will be closed and no further funds shall be available for this project. 
6. Any CPA funds awarded to this project and not used for the purposes stated herein upon project completion will be returned to the general CPA fund of the Town and made available for future appropriation by Town Meeting for other projects. 
7. Good publicity for your project is very important. Therefore, the CPC asks that you make every effort to credit the source of funding in written materials and with signs at the project location stating "This project has been generously supported by the Town of Middleborough Community Preservation Fund." If possible, submit a letter to the Gazette detailing how the funds have benefited your project. 
8. As agreed to in the application, grantees are required to place a sign in front of the project crediting the Middleborough Community Preservation Fund.  The CPC has design specifications for the sign and can be ordered by contacting your CPA contact.  Grant recipient must pay for said sign.  
9. The Community Preservation Committee requests monthly progress reports for the length of the project to be submitted to jennifer@jmgoldson.com.   At minimum, these reports should include the following:
9.1. Date of project commencement
9.2. Status of project milestones, including dates
9.3. Expenses to date
9.4. Date of project completion
10. The term of the Grant Award is two years from the date of the Town’s execution of this award letter (the “Commencement Date”).  All the work described in this award letter must be completed no later than two (2) years after the Commencement Date, unless the Community Preservation Committee grants an extension for good cause shown.  If project is not completed within two years and the CPC grants no extension, then disbursement of the grant will not be made. 
11. A Grant Agreement with respect to this award must be executed by the parties.
